Position Description: 
Sustainability at SAIT leads and supports SAIT’s commitment to national leadership in developing a 
sustainable campus. We cultivate a culture of sustainability by setting an example of how to 
operate buildings, interact with the environment and communities, and teach a common 
understanding of sustainability.

• Attend student leadership training and any other mandatory professional development 
and training sessions that are a part of the LEADS program.
