Position Title: MacPhail International Student Engagement Leader 
Department or School: MacPhail School of Energy 
Term: Fall 2024 and Winter 2025 semesters 
Number of Positions: 1 
Hours per week: 3-5

Compensation: $600 honorarium per completion of each semester and Co-Curricular credit 
 
This is a competitive student leadership opportunity open to current SAIT students.   Competition 
for leadership positions will close as suitable candidates are hired. 
 
Position Description 
Nearly 50% of the roughly 1,000 students enrolled in MacPhail credit programs are International 
Students. The MacPhail School of Energy is committed to student success and creating inclusive 
and engaging learning communities. This student Leader position is intended for an enthusiastic 
and committed student who wants to participate in the development and delivery of International 
Student Engagement programs and online support.  
 
Duties and Responsibilities 
  

• Actively promote International Student engagement activities and events to MacPhail 
International students.  

• Liaise with the International Center on social media engagement and promotion, and 
collaborate on events.  

• Work with other student leaders in MacPhail to promote events and initiatives 
• Capture and create promotional content during events to be used for the emPOWERing 

MacPhail Newsletter and social media.  
• Assist with the development of online community-based activities and events in 

collaboration with both the International Center and with MacPhail student groups and 
organizations.  

• Have working knowledge of SAIT services and International Center student resources in 
order to effectively educate peers on available support and opportunities.  

• Attend student leadership training and other relevant professional development and 
training sessions that will be offered throughout each semester.  

• Engage in other duties as opportunities allow.
